‘Buy a Brick’ and help build The Potter’s Village - a Child Crisis Centre in Uganda.

As part of our Citizenship education we encourage our children to be aware of global issues and find ways they can help. Through our contact with St Everywhere Church we have become aware of a project in Uganda that we would like the school to support.   
Since 1994 Rev Jenny Green has been working for the Church of Uganda in Kisoro, with special responsibility for children and Youth. She and others have become increasingly concerned about the number of children and babies at risk: children living in destitute homes; orphans; those experiencing extreme poverty;  some growing up deprived of many of the basic necessities of life: basic care, love, security, adequate nutrition, shelter and clothing, and the care of parents.  

The Church of Uganda has given Jenny some land on which she is building a Child Crisis Centre.  The Centre works primarily with children under six from very poor homes, abandoned babies and street children. If you are interested in finding out more please visit www.pottersvillage.org.uk.
The first phase of the Centre, a Babies Home, is nearing completion in November 2007. Building will continue for a further four years. 
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We are asking the children in our school to ‘Buy a Brick’ to raise money to help build The Potter’s Village.  Your child can buy as many bricks as they like for £1 each. Every penny given will be spent in Uganda on the building project. They will be able to draw a picture of themselves that will be laminated and sent to the Crisis Centre for the children there to see.  We will be showing the children photographs from Uganda and of the Potter’s Village at different times so that they can see what they are supporting and how it is progressing.

Project Management

The Children’s Ministry Management Committee of the Diocese of Muhabura, together with leaders of other Church denominations and community leaders have appointed a Board of Directors which has the power to manage the project. The Board includes members of the Diocesan Board of Education, members of local government, and is also represented by the office of the Magistrate and Probation Services (who are legally responsible for abandoned and destitute children). 

Whilst the project is a community and interdenominational project, the foundation body is the Church of Uganda and it is being run as a Christian enterprise. The children in the care of the project will be brought up with Christian values and will be exposed to Christian teaching where appropriate, unless there is clear evidence that they come from another religious background.
